RE: Registration Renewal Postcards

[This is the latest in a series of procedural updates. These updates deal with specific MVD procedures 
and practices. Managers and Supervisors should consistently distribute the updates to all personnel 
and integrate them into regular information and training sessions.] 
 
 
Effective June 29, all vehicle registration renewal notices are being sent in a new postcard 
format. The new format is much less expensive to print and send, and it will encourage 
owners to renew online or by phone using our new and improved IVR system. 
 

 
A sample version of the post card is being sent to all field 
offices. Features of the new postcard include a variable 
message area to communicate with our customers and a 2D 
barcode for remittance processing and to support future kiosk 
and smartphone technology. 
 
Benefits of the postcard format include: 
• significant production cost savings for labor, materials, and 

consumables; and 
• lower postal processing cost (from $.34 per piece to $.21); 
• for total annual savings of $245,144; and 
• less paper waste and a smaller MVD carbon footprint. 
 
Many other states, including Utah, Wisconsin, Oklahoma, 
Colorado, Missouri, South Dakota and Nevada, have already 
transitioned to this new format. 
 
As with anything that affects our customers, this change will 
generate some questions. Here are a few Qs and As: 
• How do I send payment if I want to renew via the mail? 

You will have to provide your own envelope. Do not try to 
turn the postcard into an envelope. 

• Is the postcard information different from the prior version? 
No, all content is virtually identical, including the emissions 
notification for Bernalillo County customers. 

• Can I still use the renewal form to change my address? 
Yes. You just need to fill out the Notification of Address 
Change and apply the postcard postage stamp.
